WHEREAS, said law authorizes the municipal legislative body to designate training for which credit may be given to satisfy the annual hourly training requirement, and 

WHEREAS, on October 30 and  November 28, 2006, the Madison County Planning Department, in cooperation with the New York State Department of State conducted two (2) - three (3) hour training courses on planning and zoning issues, and  Town Attorney conducting 2 hr. Schools on February 21, 2007 and again in the Fall of 2007, and  
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town of Fenner Town Board finds that the training conducted on October 30 and November 28, 2006 shall be credited as three (3) hours each of the required four (4) hours of annual training for the year 2007 for those planning and zoning officials that attended, and 2hrs credited for board members at each of the two Schools conducted by Town Attorney.
