WHEREAS, said statute specifically provides that “the Town Board of any Town must also provide for the removal of grass and weeds from all cemeteries, other than private burial grounds, which are abandoned …”, and that “such duties shall be performed under the supervision of the town board, or a person whom the town board may designate…”, and that the cost and expenses of caring for such abandoned cemeteries shall be a “town charge” and that the “town board shall appropriate and provide annually the monies necessary for carrying out the provisions of this [statute], and make the same available for the proper officer or persons by whom the monies are required to be expended.” 


NOW THEREFORE it is hereby resolved that with respect to the following cemeteries:
